| Introduction |

The Department of Communication Studies places its primary objectives in the development of
knowledge of human communication. This involves three fundamental areas of emphasis: (a)
developing multicultural relations by examining the role of culture in cognition and behavior; (b)
understanding the communication of the disabled and other minorities; and (c) fostering knowledge
and skills in computer-based communication and media literacy. Since learning entails both inductive
and deductive processes, about half of the courses consist of learning-by-doing-type classes. Students
not only apply knowledge learned from textbooks to real-world situations, but also develop knowledge
through hands-on experiences. The Department of Communication Studies also offers courses in
research methodology. They help students develop the ability to think scientifically and objectively,
which is a sine qua non of surviving in a culturally and linguistically diverse world.
